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We look forward to seeing you on the Great Gatsby Boat Tour! Please try to arrive 10 minutes before the hour so we can depart on time. The tour itself is approximately 2 hours from boarding to disembarking. In the event that you are late and we have to leave the dock without you, text my cell, provide the name on the ticket and we’ll have a water taxi shuttle you and your party to us.

Getting There: If you are driving, please see the Directions page of the Web site or put 347 Main Street, Port Washington NY 11050 into your GPS. If you're driving to Port Washington from Brooklyn or Manhattan, please consider that beach traffic might delay you and leave extra time.

LIRR from Penn Station:
10 am tour – the 8:19 am train gets into Port Washington at 9:05 am.
12 noon tour – the 10:19 train arrives at 11:05 am
2 pm tour – the 12:19 train arrives at 1:05 pm
It's a 3/4-mile walk to the Town Dock and you will have plenty of time to wander along Main Street to the Town Dock. There are antique shops along the way and buildings dating back to the mid-1800's - early 1900's that you might find interesting. This walking map from the LIRR Train Station to the dock may be handy. If you prefer to ride, there are taxis for hire at the station. 

It's difficult for me to answer my cell phone in the hour before the tour, so please rely on other sources for help with directions on the day of the tour. 

The boat is a 51-foot Crosby cruiser designed for tour groups. It is very comfortable and has a bathroom. Feel free to bring snacks. We have soda, water, ice tea, etc., on board that you are welcome to enjoy. If your beverage of choice is something stronger than soft drinks, BYOB and plastic cups. The tour goes rain or shine, cloudy or sunny. Dress for comfort or wear something reminiscent of the 1920's. That way I won't be the only one in costume!
